While we often speak of trauma in the individual nervous system, or even in the family system , less attention is paid to what might be called the “Greater Forces” which shape individual lives  families and  other larger systems. More traditional views focus on the client's personality, or  see family structures in terms of specific personalities and roles which have validity, yet the greater forces which shape family systems for generations can be  overlooked. Some of the most powerful outside forces which have shaped families, often for generations, include war, genocide, immigration, emigration, economic depression, epidemics, famine, and exposure  to nuclear radiation. Systemic Constellation practices  offer a wide range of opportunities to explore  understand,  and integrate this larger dimension into  the ongoing evolution of our work.
